SECTION 1.2

The implementation of this CFMA shall be guided by the following principles:

(a) Commr"rnity lbrest resources shall be used for the benefit of members of the Authorized
Forest Community, and may include the pursuance of conservation and/or sustainable
harvesting of timber and NTFPs for commercial purposes. Nothing in this CFMA
precludes the Authorized Forest Community from altering how it chooses to manage its
fbrest l'esources. but all legal requirernents rnust flrst be met before any such change is
irnplemented;

(b) Communitv Forest resources shall be managed and used in a way that rneets the needs of
the present comrnunity urernbers rvrthout cor-npromising the ability ol future generations
to meet their own needs:

(c) All members and groups in the Authorized Forest Community, irrespective of age,
gender, religion or ethnicity, shall be able to parlicipate in the management and use of
Community Forest resources;

(d) All decisions and actions relating to the management of Community Forest resources

shall be explained and carried out w.ith openness, and in a way that all members of the
Authorized Forest Community will understand;

(e) Any decision, activity or agreement affecting the status or use of Community Forest

resources shall not proceed without the free, prior and informed consent of the
Authorized Forest Community;

(fl The rights of members of the Authorized Forest Community to the pursuance of activities
necessary for subsistence, medicinal and cultural purposes, and to vital ecosystem

services more generally, shall not be permanently alienated.

(b) The Authorized Forest Community must have conducted an Environmental Impact
